First Grade Project Template

Topic:
American Revolution
Standards: 

1. Understand that history tells the story of people and events of other times and places.

2. Know some purposes of timelines.

HS3: Students understand and interpret historic times and events that link people, ideas, movements and issues across time and space.

1. Describe the contributions of non-Missourians typically studied in K-4 programs, e.g., George Washington, Abraham Lincoln (Read, listen to and view biographies that illustrate values and accomplishments of Presidents Washington and Lincoln).
2. Recognize how culture is transmitted across time and space (e.g., the family, literature, the arts, media). 

3. Recognize historical events that repeat themselves (e.g., elections, war).

Daily Plan:

· Map of the 13 Colonies.  Color the map using geographical terms:  above/below, left/right, north/south, east/west.  (See directions.)
· Name that colony game.  Have children throw an object onto the colony map.  Record the amount.  Each child gets 2 turns.

· Use the data to graph the game results.

· Tax the Tea day.  Role play to help students understand the frustration the colonists felt over taxation as well as the king’s motivation for imposing taxes.  Give each child 5 pennies.  Have the tables choose a colony or England.  (One table must be England.)  Offer “tea”  (piece of candy) to the students.  They may buy it for 3 cents.  (Do not allow them to eat the candy.)  Explain that you (the king) are going to charge a 2 cent tax for the first colony to buy tea.  This is because it costs more to ship it over the ocean.  Allow them to buy tea for 5 cents.  Before offering the 3rd table, explain that you liked getting more money from the last colony, so you are going to raise the tax 5 more cents.  These kids can buy tea for 10 cents.  Discuss how the students at each table felt.  Allow all students to have a piece of candy.  Have students divide a paper in half.  On the first half write:  When I was taxed, I felt ___________.  On the other half, have them write:  If I were King, I would ____________.  

· Read the Midnight Ride of Paul Revere.  (or another Paul Revere book.)  Discuss what Revere did.  Have the students write:  I think Paul Revere acted the way he did because _______________________.

· Show the students the 13 star flag.  Compare it to today’s flag.  Have them make a 13 star flag.  Sing the Thirteen Colonies song.
