1. Describe the contributions of non-Missourians typically studied in K-4 programs, e.g., George Washington, Abraham Lincoln (Read, listen to and view biographies that illustrate values and accomplishments of Presidents Washington and Lincoln).
2. Recognize how culture is transmitted across time and space (e.g., the family, literature, the arts, and media). 

3. Recognize historical events that repeat themselves (e.g., elections, war).

Daily Plan:

· Make pages into a log book.  Have students write their names and write “Westward Expansion” on the Log Books.
· U.S. Geographical Locations—Map the Appalachian Mountains, Rocky Mountains, Mississippi River, Pacific Ocean, and Atlantic Ocean.

· Daniel Boone—Read “America Grows” on 171-2 of “What your First Grader Needs to Know” describing Boone’s contributions to Westward Expansion.  Show a picture of Boone.  On the US map—trace Boone’s journey.  Define the frontier, settlement, trailblazers, wilderness and trail.

· Daniel Boone—Review Boone, have students complete a factual drawing and short story about Daniel Boone.

· Louisiana Purchase—Read “bargain” on pages 173-4.  Students will color purchase area on the map.
· Lewis and Clark—Read 173-174 describing their journey.  Students will map journey.  Label Mississippi River, Rocky Mountains, Pacific ocean, Missouri and St. Louis.  Students will write down and draw items that they saw on the journey.  (at least 5)

· Lewis and Clark Venn Diagram—Compare what we would need to travel across the country to what Lewis and Clark needed.  Draw at least 5 necessary items in the suitcase.  Label and color them.

· Transportation on the Frontier—discuss canoes and covered wagons.  Make canoes and covered wagons.

· Frontier Animals—Read “How We Crossed the West.”  Discuss animals that they saw on their journey.  Draw color and label at least 5 animals.
Form of Assessment: Review of Historical Journal and test.
