August:  Diversity

HS4:   Students understand the nature and dynamics of conflict and conflict resolution.

1. Describe how authoritative decisions are made, enforced and interpreted within schools (Diagram decision making, enforcement and interpretation in your school on a flow chart.  Include the school board, superintendent, principal, teachers and students.  Give an example at each level.  Draw lines connecting individuals and groups.

2. Explain what it means to make, enforce, carry out and interpret rules (i.e., explain what rules mean in specific cases) (Identify characters from children's literature that make, enforce and interpret rules.)

3. Express personal feelings and interpret those of characters in literature and personalities in history.

4. Know how to accept and celebrate individual differences as well as similarities.

5. Know basic peacemaking skills such as sharing, taking turns, negotiating and expressing apologies.

6. Know that conflict and anger are natural and can be managed and appropriately directed.


September:  Laws and Citizenship

CG1: Students understand the structure, function and purposes of politics and government.

1. Explain how laws and rules are made and changed to promote the common good (Create classroom rules, and explain how school rules help make the school a place where everyone can learn).

2. Conclude that a good rule or law solves a specific problem, and is fair.

3. Promote fairness as one of the functional purposes of law in the United States of America.

4. Identify that privacy (a value in the United States that is protected) refers to situations in which one of more people limit or block access of one or more others to a certain thing or things.

5. Identify the basic characteristics of leadership and their relation to group work and play.

CG2:  Students understand concepts of civic life and demonstrate effective skills as contributing members of groups, communities, and society.

1. Identify the personal and social rewards of helping others.

2. Examine how individual rights are protected (Identify and explain your rights in school and on the playground).

3. Propose peaceful resolutions of disputes in the classroom and on the playground (Simulate students disagreeing on who gets to use playground equipment.  Have students brainstorm methods to resolve the dispute.

October:  Geography

GE1: Students demonstrate an understanding of the characteristics and uses of maps, globes, and other geographic   tools and technologies.

1. Use a compass rose to identify cardinal directions.

2. Recognize the physical characteristics of places such as mountains, grasslands, forests, and deserts by color on a map.

3. Know the purpose and use for a map key (legend).

4. Read maps (Locate a place by pointing it out on a map and by describing its relative location in relationship to other places).

5. Identify the four hemispheres.

1. Recognize the physical characteristics of the school neighborhood.

December:  Matter, Mass, and Temperature

· Inquiry:  SS2 Students understand that technology is a body of products and processes engineered by humans to meet needs and solve problems.  (Know that science uses technology to obtain information.)  
· SS3—(Describe how tools have helped scientists make better observations—magnifiers, balances, thermometers.)  
· SU1:  1.  Pose questions about objects, materials, organisms, and events in the environment. 

· SU1:  3.  Make qualitative observations using the five senses.

2. Compare the temperature of hot and cold objects using a simple thermometer.

3. Describe the change in temperature of an object as warmer or cooler.

4. Understand that light passes through some materials, but cannot pass through other materials.

PS3:   Students understand the relationship between force and motion.

1. Identify the force (i.e., push or pull) required to do work (move an object).

2. Describe ways to change the motion of an object (i.e., how to cause an object to go slower, go faster, go farther, change direction, stop).

3. Know that gravity affects the motion of objects.

4. Know that friction affects the motion of objects.

5. Compare the position of an object relative to another object (e.g., left of or right of).

6. Describe an object's motion as straight, circular, vibrational (back and forth), zigzag, stopping, starting, or falling.

7. Compare the speeds (faster vs. slower) of two moving objects.

PS4:   Students understand the interaction between matter and energy.

1. Know that human activities need and release energy.

2. Know that people need food for energy.

3. Understand how materials can be changed when energy is applied by physical means (e.g., freezing, heating) and chemical means (e.g., cooking, mixing, burning).



January:  Economics

EC1: Students understand economic concepts and tools required for personal decision–making.  

1. Understand that scarcity of resources may cause conflicts that require management.

2. Understand that choices for needs and wants have consequences that can be both positive (benefit) and negative (cost).

3. Understand the difference between needs and wants and that choices are made regarding goods and services to fulfill each.

EC2: Students understand the concept, roles, and the characteristics of different economic systems and institutions.

1. Know how different types of work benefit the family and community.

2. Recognize the importance of saving money.

3. Understand the concept of exchange and the use of money to purchase goods and services.

4. Identify the specialized work that people do to manufacture, transport, and market goods and services.

5. Identify the basic functions of a bank.

May:  Plants and Animals

· Inquiry:  SS3  Students understand that science and technology may have both positive and negative affects on society and the environment.  (Know how human activity affects the environment, know ways in which technology has improved society.)

· HS1-6  Distinguish among broad categories of historical time such as pre-historic and historic.

LS1:  Students understand that living systems at all levels demonstrate the complementary nature of structure and function.

1. Identify and compare the physical structures of a variety of plants (e.g., stem, leaves, flowers, seeds, roots).

2. Identify and compare the physical structures of a variety of animals (e.g., sensory organs, beaks, appendages, body covering).

3. Identify the relationships between the physical structures of plants and the function of those structures (e.g., absorption of water, absorption of light energy, support, reproduction).

4. Identify the relationships between the physical structures of animals and the function of those structures (e.g., taking in water, support, movement, obtaining food, reproduction).
