Class Meeting Facilitation Tips:
· Teacher refraining from any opinions or input other than guiding the meeting
· Review norms at the beginning of every meeting

· Using open ended questions rather than closed: “What questions do you have?” Vs. “Do you agree?” “Why is it important to listen to each other?” Vs. “Are you listening to each other?”
· Students using discussion prompts you have gone over with them to connect their ideas

· Using follow-up questions: “How do you know?”, “Why does that make sense?”

· Probing student comments that can lead to deeper learning for the class

· Paying attention to pacing in order to maintain attention and engagement

· Using wait time before calling on a student

· Avoid repeating or paraphrasing so students learn to listen to one another, not just the teacher listening
· Good Closure; do a whip, use the parking lot for topic to come back to next time
